The Course 
 

     The Highland cross-country course is the most spectator friendly courses in the State of 
Idaho. Spectators can see the entire race from the upper campus and review unofficial race 
times on the large scoreboard located inside of District 25 Stadium.  
     The course starts and finishes inside District 25 Stadium, is 10 to 6 feet wide and composed 
of several different surfaces including, grass, dirt, gravel, and track.  
     The course follows a European design. It consists of two major loops. Each loop has two 
long strait-a-way’s and two major hills. The first hill is 75 meters long and is run just after the 
start of the race and just after the 2500-meter mark. The second hill is 50 meters long and is run 
in the middle of the race.
