General Information  

Buses:  Buses should use the entrance off Midway Dr. to the area designated for bus parking.  Refer to the map 

attachment for bus lot location.  

Seating:  Teams may set up camps on the press box side of the stadium. Tents and canopies must be in the upper 

area of the stadium. (Your team will be asked to move to the upper area if you set up in the lower parts of the 

stadium.)  

The Field Judges will instruct the coaches at the site of the designated areas.   

Warm-ups:  No one except officials and athletes participating in an event will be allowed on the infield.  The 

warm-up area will be on the 'discuss two' area after the freshman division discus is done.  

Check-in:  The athletes will check into the staging area 20 minutes before their scheduled race to get their hip 

number and to check uniform.  The athletes will be lined up in the order of their respective lanes and in their 

competition uniforms.  All athletes will be brought into the stadium together.  

Discus and Shot:  Discus and shot shall be weighed in at the following times:  

Wednesday:  1:30-2:30       Discus – boys                  Shot – girls  

Thursday:      4:30- 5:30     Discus – girls                  Shot – boys   

Field event contestants shall assemble 1/2 hour prior to their event at the throws and jumps venues.  

Pole Vault:  Pole vaulters weigh in and pole inspections shall begin 1 hour and 30 minutes prior to their scheduled 

vaulting event.  

Wednesday:  1:00-2:30       Girls   Thursday:      4:00-5:30      Boys  

Awards Presentations: Awards for 9th and JV division events will be given out immediately after the event. Varsity 

will report to the award stand after competition is completed.  Athletes who are to receive awards from the field 

events (top three) will need to stay with the field official at the event site from where they will be escorted into the 

stadium awards stand.  

Starting blocks will be provided at the track or athletes may bring their own.
