Maps will be in your packet and a large map will be posted at the
clubhouse for spectator info. Please have athletes/parents stay off the greens.

PARKING: Drop off athletes on Primrose St. by hole number 9. Bus parking map is also attached. This location is
adjacent to the finish line on Gardenia St, which turns into Primrose.

Ribbons will be
presented to the top ten junior varsity girls and boys.

Coach of the Year: Ballots will be found in your team packets. Please bring the completed form to the registration
table immediately after the last race for tally.

- Coaches- Keep parents and athletes off the greens and out of the clubhouse restrooms. Please use porta-potties
and on-course restrooms.

- Reminder that you may not aid or abet your runners during the race. If a course disqualification occurs, and the
offending runner cannot be identified by number, then the first team finisher will be disqualified.

- ltis of major importance that each coach makes sure that his or her team members are fully knowledgeable of the
course layout.

- Upon your arrival you will be given 2 numbered gum labels per competitor. These will have your runners’ name and
school on both labels, as you entered them, with matching numbers. Please give each runner his/her gum labels
immediately upon finishing the race and before they reach the end of the chute.

DO NOT REMOVE THE GUM LABEL FROM IT’S BACKING.
These labels are to be given by the runner to the official in the finish chute. No label results in no time/score.

- Please instruct your runners upon crossing the finish line to proceed down the chute to the official scorers. They are
not to leave the finish chute beforehand.

- Coaches and spectators will not be allowed around the finish line or the official’s scoring table.

BUS INSTRUCTIONS
Due to limited thru-street space for buses to maneuver, please use the suggested bus driving map.
While driving North on Paradise Dr. please don’t turn left on Marigold or Magnolia, which Google
maps will suggest you do. Please continue straight-North on Paradise Dr. past Magnolia, then turn
left on Gardenia St. This should allow for a safe loading and unloading area close to the finish line,
as well as ample bus parking.
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
